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Whereas,  a traffic ellipse at the intersection of Beauregard Street and Seminary Road, proposed by City Staff,  would facilitate “through” traffic without affecting appreciably BRAC traffic; and

Whereas, the ellipse would improve the ease of cut-through motorists seeking to go west to Skyline and Bailey’s Crossroads and increase the traffic on Seminary Road; and

Whereas, the ellipse will greatly reduce green open space in the vicinity of the intersection; and 

Whereas, the ellipse would cost an estimated $29 million from Alexandria taxpayers or be exacted from developers in return for large increases in development density; and

Whereas, such additional density will severely and negatively affect the quality of life of residents of the West End;  

Now therefore, it is resolved by the Board of the Seminary Hill Association, Inc., that the proposed ellipse at the intersection of Beauregard and Seminary should be eliminated from City planning documents in favor of a more reasonable and less costly alternative; and

We further resolve that should the proposal for an ellipse comes before the City Council the proposal should be rejected by our elected officials.
