Snow Damages Fort Ward Park Trees & Cemetery Fence 
The snowstorms that blew through the city surely challenged all Alexandrians to deal with their new environment. City workers stepped-up and battled the snowfall keeping key roads open and providing necessary services. As much as the snow clogged and closed-down our lifestyle it also damaged public and private property.

The storms damaged a number of trees in Fort Ward Park including some that fell into the Oakland Baptist Church Cemetery. Last year, after an extended period of time, the city repaired the cemetery fence damage caused by a park tree toppling into the historic graveyard in 2008. 

Unfortunately several trees have recently fallen across the fence into the cemetery. Hopefully, once the snow is gone, the Recreation Department will add the removal of these trees and the fence repairs to the list of tasks they have before them. In the long-run the city would do well to take care to better plan and manage trees in the park especially along city property lines. Recurring tree falls, due to shallow roots, and fence repairs costs can be avoided with proper planning.
