Monthly Board Meeting

14 April 2011

The meeting was called to order at 7:32 PM. by President Nancy Jennings at Immanuel Church-On-The- Hill.  In the absence of Secretary Dick Hayes, Vice President Bruce McCarthy agreed to take the minutes for the meeting.  The Board of Directors approved the minutes of the last three meetings—February 10, February 22, and March 10, 2011—and approved the treasurer’s reports from February—total $29,174.34—and March—total $29,202.02.
President Jennings made several announcements about meetings and events in the area including a public meeting about the modular classrooms at elementary schools, artificial turf and lights on a Hammond Middle School athletic field, a walkathon, and the Fort Williams Park cleanup.  “Alexandria Gives” was explained by Jennifer Styles of the Jaycees. 

Area Reps reported on a number of issues.  Carter Flemming reported the T.C. Williams Community Advisory Committee met but she expected the usual complaints will continue.  She added that the track at TC needs to be replaced.  Susan Palmer noted speeding and tagging problems continue in Area 4.  Residents are reminded to call the police non-emergency number (703) 838-4444 to report tagging graffiti so it can be removed immediately and that solicitors need a license to go door to door in Alexandria.  Complaints about helicopter traffic and noise should be made to the FAA at (703) 413-0333.  Pat Lidy reported Area 7 is still negotiating about the Ivor Lane development.  Rick Ward explained the new residential parking zones that will include Area 8 residents in Varsity Park in anticipation of employees at the BRAC at Mark Center parking on neighborhood streets.

Chair of the Fort Ward Park and Museum Area Stakeholders Advisory Group and SHA resident Tom Fulton explained the Group’s recommendations to the City.  Board Members approved a letter to the Mayor and City Council asking to fully fund all of the recommendations of the Advisory Group, especially the archaeological investigation, the mitigation of storm water runoff, and the development of a master plan for the park.

President Jennings reported that the Federal Highway Administration deemed an Environmental Assessment is needed for the proposed ramp to Seminary Road from I-395 N HOV lanes that would service the BRAC at Mark Center.  Joanne Lepanto, Rick Ward and Joe Fischer volunteered to form a sub group that will aggressively oppose any increased access from I-395 onto Seminary Road going east.

President Jennings noted that the Beauregard Corridor Plan is yet to jell.  Jack Sullivan presented his research that the developers in the Beauregard Corridor have 4.2 million square feet of density not being used—enough to add 75 percent more by right to what exists there today—and they are asking for 2 million more to 6.2 million.  She added that the plans for the High Capacity Transit Corridor on Beauregard would not solve the gridlock problems on Seminary Road.

Jack Sullivan presented a resolution that opposed the City’s proposed commercial add-on tax because the funds were designated to be used for high-capacity transportation improvements beginning in the Beauregard Corridor.  The resolution carried with eight in favor and one opposed.
The next SHA Board meeting will be held on May 12.
