Monthly Board Meeting

10 March 2011

The meeting was called to order at 7:50 PM. by President Nancy Jennings at Immanuel Church-On-The- Hill during a severe rain storm.  Lacking a quorum of Board Members—only seven and the police liaison—items on the agenda were discussed without making any decisions or passing any motions. 

President Jennings made several announcements of meetings on topics that may be of interest to SHA members including renovations at Bradlee Safeway and a City proposal for a sidewalk on King Street across from the Bradlee Shopping Center.  Treasurer Jack Sullivan reported a total in the treasury of $29,174.34 as of February 28, 2011.  Approval of the Treasurer’s report and the secretary’s minutes were deferred to the next meeting.

Area Reps reported on a number of issues.  Area 3 alternate Rep Steve Harkness said T.C. Williams’ students are coming over fences and cutting through private property.  Area 6 former Rep Glenn Eugster continues to press for funding of Fort Ward Park improvements and working with the police on traffic calming for West Braddock Road; expect more enforcement.  An Area 6 resident complained about helicopter traffic—lower than usual, perhaps more frequent—that City staff is investigating.  Area 7 Rep Pat Lidy noted the development of three houses on Ivor Lane within right.  Area 9 Rep Ann Henshaw noted a car was stolen.  Deputy Chief Hassan Aden reported that for the year to date, crime was down 19 percent in SHA neighborhoods.  While City-wide car thefts are up, he noted SHA has had only one this year and advised, do NOT warm up your car and leave it running, someone will get in and drive away.

Board Members reviewed developments related to a number of topics:  BRAC at Mark Center—proposed ramp to Seminary Road from I-395 N HOV lanes, residential permit parking plans, and the public meeting scheduled for March 16 at Hammond Middle School; Beauregard Corridor Plans—SHA continues to press for a more modest—No Density—development; and lights at Hammond athletic field—the City has yet to propose another meeting.  Without a quorum, no position on the funding of improvements in Fort Ward Park or the Commercial Add-on Tax proposal could be voted.
The next SHA Board meeting will be held on April 10th.
The meeting adjourned at 9:05 PM.
